adults and one child (two stretcher beds with mattress and one sleeping mat)

e Groups of four will be allocated a campsite. A campsite has two tents adjacent to each
other. Please let us know your preferred sleeping configuration at the time of booking.

e Groups of four or more will be allocated campsites/tents based on sleeping requirements
(this will be confirmed at the time of booking).

e Stretcher beds and sleeping mats are included in the cost of your stay.

Is sleeping equipment available?

All bedding provided as well as towels and an amenities pack per tent (Shampoo, soap and shower
gel). Guests need to bring their own pillow alternatively one can be hire from the Zoo for S5.
